Exploring the Cotswolds
Oxford is on the edge of the Cotswolds, a beautiful countryside area
scattered with picturesque villages and country pubs. Head over to
Blenheim Palace in Woodstock via bus, or get the train to Moreton-on-the-
Marsh, and enjoy some of Britain's rural areas. Find out more here.

Explore Oxford's green spaces

Port Meadow is vast and beautiful, and has a lovely walk through to The Perch in
Binsley, but you'll need to book a table if you want to eat there!
The Thames Valley path down the river - walk all the way down to Abingdon, or
have a smaller trek and stop off at the Isis Farmhouse. 
Shotover Country Park, to the east of the city, is more of a woodland, and has several
different walking paths to explore.

If you're in need of a break from essays and deadlines but don't quite have the time to
make it out of the city, you're in luck - Oxford is full of green spaces to unwind in.
